Chief Bafiales has held every position from
patrol officer to lieutenant on patrol. As a Captain he was the Executive Officer to the Chief of
Police, Executive Officer to the Patrol Division, Commander of the Special Operations Section
and the Major Crimes Section. Chief Bafiales also commanded the Investigations Division and
established the Terrorism and Criminal Intelligence Division and the Southwest Texas Fusion
Center.
